On my Bving-room wall | have a painting of a
wikdeal by John Helmes of which | am
extrernely fond. |l depicte 8 snaring, epilling
animal, teeth bared and back anched a taul
coilled spring ready io unkeash some unknoen
fury.

However, the physical diferences are tangitie.
The wildcal is & mueh larges animal, weighing
in some cases up fo seven kios, ithe same
as a lypieal male fox. The coal patiem i
superficially similar 1o & demestic tabby cal bul
il i all s¥ipes and no spots. The Lail i thicker
and blunler, with three 1o five biack rings. The
animal has an aliogether heavier look.

The Seolftish  wildcal was  orginaly
disfnguished as a separale subspecies in
1912, bud # i Aow genesally recogrised thal
Ihere iz Mle diference betwesn the Soobish
and alher Eropesn papulations. According b
an excelent repon on lhe wildcal printed in
1991, the animals oniginally eccured in &
vaiely of habitals thieughout Eurape.

It was during e ninelesnih cenbury, wilh the
establishment of mary esiales used by
landowners for hunling, hat he wildcal
bécame & fuisance and its rapid decling rsally
began; 198 widcats wese killed in fires years
in the area of Glengarry, for example.
However, things were laler to improve for the
Speties.

The future is by no means secure, thaugh, and
recent evidence suggests that ithe widcat is
particulaity wulnerable bo local eradication,
espeially in the remaler pans of narhern and

wesiem Scofland This is a cause for real
eongem, given thal the arimals in (hese sreas
have less comac! with domestic cals and are
Ihesefone pures.

Part af the probliem stems fram the fact that the
sccepled physical descripion of the species
orignales from We selective nature of the
examinalion process by the Bitish Natural
History Musewn at the star of #ie century, and
this has bean used as the type-gefiniSon for
the animal ever since. Animals that did nat
conform fo thal laige Dlunbtabed tabby'
description were  discanded as not  being
wildeals. In ather words, én arlificial colection
of specimens was bull up, eshibling the
features congidered typical of the wildeat.

The cuffen fesasrch &ims bo fesolve this
patential preblem. I i aflempling l nd sul
wihether there are any physical features which
characierise the so-called wid-iving cals.

Bul what of hig lifestyle? Wikdcal kiltens are
u=ualy bom in Mayllune in & secluded den,
secieted in & gap amongs! boulders.  Anather
Favourile location isin the rools of a tree.

Rabbits are a favourite prey, and some of the
best areas o see widcals are al rabdil
warrens dose 1o the forest and moorland edge.
Mice, simall birds and &ven nsecls also form &
lafge past of the el and the aninal may
oecasnnaly ke young desr.

The wildeal is ame of the Sootish Highlands'
most exciting animals. Calch a glimpse of one
and the memorny will linger forever.

The recruitment of men to the
armed  forces  during  Bhe  conflict
i Eumape Wom 1914 15 101E meanl
there was very ile persecution, sinee
gamekeepers went off 1o fighl. As the
numiber of gamekeepers decreased,
the wildeat began 1o increase ils range,
recsiansing many of il foeres havnts.
Exfiniclion was narmowly aveted.

The wildcal waits for @ while in rapl
conceniration, ears bailching and eyes
waiching, seeing everything and
hearing evesything, tying o detect the
tell-tae movemenl of & vele o &
mowse. Bl there & nothing, and in
ancthes leap he disappears inte the
gloam.

The regulls, which ane expected shorly,
will be fascnating. Bul anyone who
has seen a wildcal will be in litte doubl
that fhere is indeed & unigue and
disinclive animal living in the Scalfish
Hightands, whatever bis background.

coniferous  woodland  for  shelter,
particulary in winlsr, and hunled oved
mare apen aneas such as forest edge,
open woodland, thickets and scrub,
grassy areas and marsh. The wikdeal
was piobably  driven  imo  mane
MOLALAINGUS areas by a combmatian of
deforestation and persesution.
